La paradoja de los nifnos y las ninas saludables que
"no comen". Una investigacion sociologica sobre
la crianza en Bogota

La presentacion muestra los resultados de una investigacidon
cualitativa sobre nifios que fueron llevados a consulta médica debido
a que supuestamente “no comen”, pero que luego del respectivo
examen médico fueron considerados saludables. La paradoja resulta
de la dificultad para explicar y entender que ciertos nifios y nifilas que
durante sus primeros afios no comen, segun los acudientes, resulten
sin ningun criterio médico que pueda ser considerado como una
enfermedad. Enmarcado en el modelo de analisis en el que illness,
disease y sickness son tres formas diferentes pero complementarias
de entender la enfermedad, se encontrd en el "no comer" un problema
sociologico en el que el sistema explicativo de creencias, pautas y
practicas de crianza por parte-de los padres o cuidadores durante el
proceso socializacion primaria de los pequenos involucrados marca el
inicio y el desarrollo de un conflicto en el momento de la alimentacién
que termina siendo motivo de consulta pediatrica. De la misma
manera que se da en otros aspectos de la crianza, en la alimentacién
se da una negociacion entre las diversas caracteristicas bioldgicas y
culturales involucradas, que pueden resultar francamente
problematicas, ocasionando choques insospechados entre los adultos
y los infantes durante su proceso de socializacién. Finalmente, se
encontraron indicios consistentes con la sospecha de que el no comer
de los nifios y las nifias es una manifestacion problematica de la forma
como actualmente se conciben en la sociedad tanto la infancia - por
medio del discurso de los derechos — como el rol de los padres, quienes
se terminan encontrando en una franca crisis de sentido.

Claiming in Colombia. A Sociology of Legal Transformation
in Colombia’s Educational System

I will ask how connections between law and social transformation can
be analysed in this lecture. For this purpose, the example of the
educational lawsuit in Colombia will be discussed. With the Colombian
fundamental rights complaint Accién de Tutela, pupils, students, and
parents demand the right to education. However, this does not mean
inequality in the educational sector has been overcome. Rather, it can
be assumed that legal transformation is reflected in changed behavior,
thinking, and perception, provided that these changes do not
correspond to the socio-spatial positions of the plaintiffs. In order to
empirically reconstruct such changes in legal practice, the lecture will
present key findings from interviews with Colombian Tutela plaintiffs.
One first partial result is legal changes in practice that correspond to
the social situation of the plaintiffs, thus confirming the improbability
of legal transformation. A second partial result, on the other hand,
suggests that the analysis of lawsuits in Colombia not only shows how
barriers to advancement in Colombian society are circumvented in a
conflictual manner but could serve in a broader sense as a
complementary dimension of analysis to examine law and legal
mobilization in other unequal societies from a social science
perspective.

(Il)literacies, political participation and democratic practices
in Bolivia and Benin

Commonly and by UNESCO definition, literacy is understood to be crucial for
political participation and democratic action as voting, being informed on own
rights and participating in processes of decision-making. Although Bolivia
and Benin share common features as a colonial history, times of mass
alphabetization campaigns and still a significant amount of citizens with little
literacy competences, processes of political and democratic participation
differ in both countries. Currently, the state of Benin intends to enhance civic
participation through the implementation of digital tools.

In Bolivia, political participation and decentralisation became law in the mid
of neoliberal 90 “s, even though narratives tie strong civic organisations and
self-administration to historic continuities. In this presentation, we will ask:
What are the modalities and frames in which citizens with little literacy
competences generate and express/articulate political opinion and
participate in political decision-making and self-administration? Through our
presentation, we intend to answer more specifically questions such as: What
contributes to exclusion/inclusion of those actors from political participation?
What actions has the (local) state taken to encourage illiteracised people to
participate in the democratic process and in local politics? What local
practices and initiatives encourage them to exercise their citizenship? What
are the limitations of these various initiatives? We will draw on insights from
the interdisciplinary research project “Learning beyond the classroom:
Coping with illiteracy in urban contexts in Benin and Bolivia”. In our analysis
on political participation, we will rely on a relational understanding of literacy
and illiteracy conceptualizing both as intrinsically entangled and processual.
We will argue that also in the context of political participation multiplicities
of (il)literacy practices dominate. In both Benin and Bolivia, despite their
different status, illiteracised persons have a clear desire to participate in the
democratic process and in politics. They find ways to participate not only in
certain decision-making processes, but also in local governance. Thus, they
use a variety of strategies depending on the circumstances and the
importance of literacy. Literacy is embedded in the intersection of policies
implementation, state absence/weak presence and practices of self-
organization.
